Old Business:

· State Convention – 3 – 6 June.  We received a flag streamer.  Detachment won 3rd place in activity award (52 +).  Charles used $100 of discretionary funds for the Cam Posey Scholarship Fund – Al motion to fund, Scott seconded, all in favor, motion carried.  
· Memorial Day – 22 May – Rifle Team @ Dignity Cemetery – went very well - $125 honorarium.  
· Memorial Day – 31 May @ VA – went very well, good attendance.

· Memorial Day – 31 May @ Memorial Oaks Cemetery – went very well (but very hot) - $200 honorarium.

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Notable Passing’s


Robert H. Gardner, Sr – 15 June 2010 in Galveston, TX.  Bob was a member of our detachment.  He served his country honorably in WWII in the Marine Corps.  He was attached to the Marine 2nd Armored Division, making the initial assaults on Iwo Jima, Saipan, and Tinian. I spoke with his son a few days after Bob’s passing, and he indicated how proud his dad was of his service.  Semper Fi, Bob.


Major General Fred Haynes – late March – He served with the 28th Marine Regiment, 5th Marine Division, which was the unit that raised the flag on Mt. Suribachi.  He went on to serve his country for almost 40 years, including the wars in Korea and Vietnam.  The co-authored the book The Lions of Iwo Jima, which tells the full story of Combat Team 28.


Edith Shain – 22 June – Edith was the nurse in the famous V-J Day photo being kissed by a sailor in Times Square.  Alfred Eisenstaedt’s photograph became one of the most famous images of the war.  Edith’s identity was not known until the 1970’s.  The identity of the sailor remains unknown and in dispute.

China Marines


The term China Marines originally referred to those US Marines from the 4th Marine Regiment who were stationed in Shanghai, China, during 1927 - 1941 to protect American citizens and their property in the Shanghai International Settlement during the Chinese Revolution and the Second Sino-Japanese War. Most of these troops were withdrawn in November 1941, however some them were scheduled to be withdrawn on December 10. The remaining Marines, as well as some US Navy support personnel, for a total of 204 men, were captured by the Imperial Japanese Army and forced into slave labor until they were freed in 1945.


Later, another group of Marines also referred to as China Marines were those of the 1st and 6th Marine Divisions sent to occupy northern China after the surrender of Japan and the end of World War II from 1945 - 1948.


Due to the cheap labor being readily available, China Marines lived relatively comfortable lifestyles, with squads being able to hire a Chinese man to do all of their cleaning and errands. When added to the inexpensive goods available on the local economy, assignments to the original China Marines were highly coveted.


With the expansion of the Marine Corps during World War II and the capture of the 4th Marines at Corregidor, the original China Marines were rare and highly regarded.
